We have had an
increase in children arriving to
school late.

We continue to work
towards our goals regarding
attendance and punctuality as we
believe this gives children the best
education. Attendance lower than
95% can significantly impact upon
your child’s learning.

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Overall Punctuality

Last term, we had 287 lates, a total
of over 43 hours lost learning.

Please ensure you get your child to
school on time.
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Overall attendance

Children in primary school are expected to have attendance above 96%.

Our target for the whole school is set by the government and the local
authority and we are expected to reach at least 96% this academic year. Last
term we achieved 95.9%. We need to work very hard to keep this up.




Phoning to report an
absence

Please phone before 9.00 the first
morning your child is absent. Leave
a message on the absence line. It is

important to state your child’s full
name, the name of their teacher and

the reason for their absence.

Although we strive for good
attendance for all children, we
understand that everyone can be ill.
If your child is too unwell to come to
school, then please phone the
school on the number below:
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Illness

All children at some point are ill,
which means that they cannot attend
school.

If your child has sickness and
diarrhoea or a high temperature then
they cannot attend school. However,
if your child has a minor complaint
such as a runny nose, mild cough or
sore throat, then they could attend
school. Last term 841 days were
missed due to illness.
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At the end of the
school day

Picking your children up on time at
the end of the day is just as important
as getting them to school on time.

Please remember school finishes at
3.15. Afternoon nursery is 3.30. If, on
occasion, you may be late picking
your children up, please ring the
school office.

Holidays and leave of absence in term time

We continue to work with the local authority in relation to issuing fines for
holidays taken in term time. This is an increasing problem, we feel our children
should not miss out on their education. Last academic year we had 132
children missing 868 days due to holidays.

Last term 34 pupils contributed to 227 days of missed learning through holidays.

Please look at the school term calendar and plan your time away during school
holiday time. Penalty fines will be enforced accordingly.

Letters will come out to
parents and carers of the youngest members of our school. This is because the requests have come
from this group of families. We try to encourage our children to be resilient, to never give up, to try
their very best each and every day in order to achieve the very best they can. Good attendance can
have a huge impact on progress and attainment. Children cannot achieve as much if they miss a lot
of school. It can sometimes affect friendships as well, because children rely on their friends to be
there every day. Thank you for your continuing support in our endeavour to achieve attendance
figures which are greater than the national expectation of 96%.
