The Mad Hatter – a big funny hat 

Famous Five characters - wear 1950s children’s clothes, perhaps shorts and jerseys. Carry a picnic basket and a bottle 

of ginger beer! 

 

Harry Potter Characters: 

Harry Potter – wizard’s hat, glasses, cloak, wand, broomstick. Or make a Harry Potter mask 

Hermione – wizard’s hat, cloak, wand, broomstick

Charlie – jeans and a bar of chocolate (possibly a pretend one!)

Cat in the Hat – red and white hat, whiskers, black nose  

Thing 1 and Thing 2 – red T-shirts and leggings, trousers or tights, bright blue wigs 

Fantastic Mr Fox - make a mask
