English: We will be reading and writing about traditional tales, 
poetry, non-fiction texts and using The Cat Who Wanted to Go  
Home and The Twits as our focus in the second half of the term.  
 

Maths: We will be learning about money, time, weight, mass  
and capacity. We will also study place value, addition and  
subtraction facts and shape.   
 

Creative Curriculum: In the first half term, we will be  
investigating the question, What is Lurking at the Bottom of the  
Garden? In the second half term, we will be looking at How Is  
France Different to The UK?
