It
means you've paid for all your travel
to school for the term, or school year,
in advance — so you don't have to
find change for fares every day.

Free travel
If you live more than 3 miles from your

school, you may be entitled to free travel.
Your parent or guardian will need to
check with your Local Authority.

Also, if you get free school meals or your
household qualifies for the maximum level
of working tax credit on the date you were
given your school place:
* You'll get free travel to any one of your
3 nearest qualifying schools if you live
between 2 and 6 miles from it, or
* If your parent requested that you attend
a particular school because of their
religion or beliefs, you'll get free travel
to the nearest suitable school if you live
between 2 and 15 miles from it.

Under 16 Pop cards
Under 16 Pop cards are smartcards — just
touch your card on the orange reader on
Metro ticket machines or show it to the
bus driver to buy the special discounted
fares.

If you haven't got an Under 16 Pop card,
you'll have to pay more.

What's Junior blue?

Junior blue is the smart new way tor young
people aged 15 and under to pay for public
transport in North East England.

Simply top up your Junior blue card and use it
to pay for your journeys as you make them.

You can use your Junior blue card to pay for
commercial child fares. You can't use your
Junior blue card to pay for concessionary child
tickets, which are concessionary single or Child
All-day Tickets (CATS).

How do | top up my Junior blue card?
Top up at nexus.org.uk and load your purchase
onto your card at a Metro station validator,
gate or ticket machine 48 hours after you

buy it. Or top up at Metro station ticket
machines.

Where can | get a Junior blue card?
Get your Junior blue card at nexus.org.uk. The

card itself is free but must be purchased with a
£5 balance.

Where can | use my Junior blue card?
You can use Junior blue on Metro, on almost

all local buses, and on the Shields Ferry. Junior
blue works differently on Metro, bus and ferry:

* On Metro - pay for your trip by touching

in at the Metro station validator or gate at
the start of your journey and touching out at
the end.

* On buses - pay for commercial single,
return and day tickets from the driver
using your Junior blue balance.

* On the Shields Ferry — pay for a Child
Single or a Metro Child Day ticket using
your Junior blue balance.
